Postgraduate funding opportunities at the London School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine for a PhD in Demography and Health (DH) or Reproductive and Sexual Health Research (RSHR) are available to accepted applicants. 

 

Deadline for Applications: 31 January 2014 

 

Candidates applying for any of the following structures must identify and contact a potential LSHTM supervisor by 31 January 2014 at the very latest.  In order to complete the application process candidates will need considerable input from their proposed supervisor.

 

Both pathways are offered in 1+3, +3 and +4 structures at LSHTM, or as a 4 year scholarship which includes one year at the European School of Demography. 

 

The 1+3 structure provides core research methods and core subject specific training through established Masters programmes: the MSc Demography and Health and the MSc Reproductive and Sexual Health Research.  The former offers training in the theories and methods of demography and the population sciences and their application to global health, social welfare and economic development.  The latter provides an introduction to the concepts and methods used in reproductive and sexual health research and equips students with the principles, methods and research skills necessary to conduct policy-relevant research. On successful completion of the relevant MSc, the student will then progress to 3 years of PhD funding.

 

The +3 structure provides funding for 3 years of PhD study, and is available to any student who already holds a suitable MSc.

 

The +4 structure is suitable for applicants who have a Masters qualification that does not meet the requirements for a +3 studentship.  It provides four years of funding to support full-time PhD study with a substantial research training component based around the taught modules from the designated MSc course and which leads to a Postgraduate Diploma. Students following this structure are not required to undertake an MSc dissertation but must successfully complete the taught components of the relevant MSc as a condition of progression.

4 year scholarships, with one year at the European Doctoral School of Demography: EDSD is an eleven-month program that is offered every year, with the goal to provide students in the first year of their doctoral studies with an appropriate high-level education in demography.  In the upcoming school year the School will be held at two different locations.  The preparatory courses (from September to mid-October) will be offered at the Max Planck Institute for Demographic Research in Rostock, Germany.  The core courses (from mid-October to end of July) will be held in Warsaw.  Upon successful completion of the program and presentation of a thesis, the students enrolled in the EDSD will receive an official Master in Demography delivered by Warsaw University, as well as a European Certificate of Demography provided under the auspices of the European Association for Population Studies (EAPS).  Further information can be obtained from the European Doctoral School of Demography and from  Lynda Clarke at LSHTM.
