Candidates for the Research Officer post should have completed or nearly completed a PhD in demography, other quantitative social science, epidemiology or related field; have demonstrated competence in the advanced statistical analysis of large scale longitudinal data sets, a track record of contribution to publications, preferably peer reviewed journal articles, and an interest in ageing, life course influences on health in later life or family demography and health.  
Candidates for the Research Assistant post should have a postgraduate qualification in a quantitative social science or health related field, demonstrated competence in the statistical analysis of large data sets and experience of undertaking literature searches. A methodical approach to documenting work is essential and experience of contributing to publications is preferred.
