IPUMS consists of microdata samples from United States (IPUMS-USA) and international (IPUMS-International) census records. IPUMS-USA contains data of all US-censuses from 1850 to 2000 except the 1890 census.  IPUMS-International includes data for 85 countries,  301 censuses,  672 million person records. 

IPUMS data are provided free of charge to all researchers who request access to the database. The Journal of American History described IPUMS as "One of the great archival projects of the past two decades." Use an unique opportunity to learn about one of the most important demographic resources!
