The selected candidates will become part of a vibrant international team of researchers that combines the highest academic standards (and the possibility to publish in scholarly journals) with highest level science-policy interactions helping to provide the scientific basis for decision making on some of the greatest current European policy challenges.

 

Beginning as soon as possible in 2016, the successful candidates will be offered initial fixed-term contracts for one year with the possibility of extension for a further two years thereafter.
