OBJECTIVES:  The Institute
s current areas of research are in sustainability, security, and social justice. The Institute is particularly interested in emerging issues that affect large groups of people in different places and need concerted action and new knowledge to find solutions.  The Visiting Scholar is expected to enhance the Institute
s interdisciplinary research and learning environment by supporting Liu Scholars and Postdoctoral Fellows, and through involvement with Liu Faculty and Faculty Associates. The Visiting Scholar should expect to participate in Liu events during their time at the Institute, as well as develop or participate in a research group (such as human rights, climate change, science and technology, transitional justice, food security, migration, water security, etc); and present their research in public talks both at the Institute and at the College.

ELIGIBILITY Eligible applicants will be a globally influential activist, artist, leader, practitioner, or scholar.

FUNDING  The Visiting Scholar will be provided with accommodation in a double room and a meal-plan at Green College for the duration of the 4-month stay. Note: a partner may accompany the Visiting Scholar for the stay at Green College, but will need to cover the cost of their own meal-plan (approximately $400 per month for the 4-month period). The Visiting Scholar will receive up to $5,000 to assist in facilitating an event at the Liu Institute during their visit. This event should support the Institute
s interdisciplinary research and learning environment, as well as the planned research of the Visiting Scholar. Additional funding will also be available from Green College, provided part of the program takes place there.  The Visiting Scholar will also receive an office and full access to meeting rooms, conference facilities, and staff support at the Institute.  The offices of the Institute are fully equipped including a computer, standard software, connection to a network printer and the Internet, an email account, if needed, and a phone with voice-mail. Office space in the Institute is limited and the Visiting Scholar must use the Institute Office as their primary office.  The Institute is not able to pay salary, so the Visiting Scholar will need another source for salary (such as sabbatical salary).  (kww)
