Job description
The PhD will write a dissertation based on a set of research articles publishable in international refereed journals. He/she will participate in meetings of the NIDI Theme Group Families & Generations, and other relevant groups. He/she will be supervised by Dr. Anne H. Gauthier.
The PhD project will study the link between parenting values and behaviour and fertility decisions. This may include (1) an analysis of trends over time in perceived obstacles to fertility; (2) an analysis of the relationship between desired qualities in children and fertility intentions and decisions; and (3) an analysis of changes in parenting goals and behaviour following the birth of a child. Most of these analyses will adopt a comparative perspective. The main dataset will be the GGS (Generations and Gender Surveys) and may be supplemented by national data.
