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International scientific conference
"DIASPORAS in modern world: regional context and potential for sustainable development of the countryoforigin"
13 - 14 December 2017, Chisinau 
International Organization for Migration, Mission to Moldova organizes the international scientific conference “Diasporas in modern world: regional context and potential for sustainable development of the country of origin”. 
RATIONALE 
The processes of formation of migration and ethnic minorities in many countries of the world are occurring intensively in modern conditions under the influence of globalization. Migration and ethnic minorities start to play a growing role in life of many states on the planet. Their impact is diverse; it is manifested at the socio-economic, political, socio-psychological and cultural level. The process of consolidation of migration communities is occurring. Gradually, the migration minorities are transforming in diasporas; institutions of diasporas, multiple and diverse associations, organizations start to form, which contribute both to the preservation of ethnic and cultural identity of migration communities, and their integration in hosting society. Diasporas, as the accumulated world’s experience shows, could act and act as a bridge between the country of origin, birth-place, and the country of destination, host country for migrants. They could not only contribute to the making and consolidation of connections between the countries, but also act as an instrument for sustainable development of the country of origin of migrants, diaspora. 
The Republic of Moldova is a young democratic state, which has started to face the processes of massive emigration (both with the purpose of permanent settlement, and labor migration) recently, since the second half of the’ 90s of the XX century. Numerous communities of Moldovan citizens, natives of the Republic of Moldova have formed in Russia, EU member-states, USA, Canada, Israel in a short period. Many natives from Transnistria settled abroad both in the CIS countries, and in Western countries. These communities are integrating relatively successful, begin to function as diasporas. Undoubtedly, this process is not easy, faces various difficulties and problems. 
The review of these phenomenon and processes, elucidation of regional context and potential for sustainable development of the countries of origin, carrying a comparative analysis with other countries that started this movement earlier or are already passing through these stages as the Republic of Moldova is represent an apparent scientific and political and practical interest. 
The organization of the above-mentioned conference is planned for the second day of a two-day event. In particular, two international conferences on policies in the field of Diasporas, migration and development will be held simultaneously in the period of 13-14 December 2017, in a close cooperation and on the basis of mutual conclusions.  The first conference (scheduled for December, 13th) is an event of the global level dedicated to the topic of comprehensive mainstreaming of migration and development in the process of drafting and implementation of national development strategies, as well as to the current practices and perspectives, including diasporas mobilization for the development of a country. This conference will be organized in the framework of the project “Mainstreaming migration into national development strategies”. The second conference (scheduled for December, 14th) will be organized in the framework of the project “Supporting the implementation of the migration and development component of the EU-Moldova Mobility Partnership and harnessing its benefits for the residents of Transnistria”. The practical application of patterns and experiences on regional level (covering individual countries from Eastern Europe and Central Asia) examined during the first day of the conference will be analyze in its framework. 
SCOPE AND OBJECTIVES OF THE CONFERENCE 
The scope of the Conference is to increase awareness and intensification of dialogue on the issues of migration management and regulation, development of cooperation with Diasporas. Analyses and debating processes of Diasporas formation and functioning, particularities of the modern migration policy and best practices of other countries on cooperation with Diasporas, with the aim of its attraction to participate in problem solving of socio-economic and political development of the country of origin, that could be applied in the Republic of Moldova, in other countries and regions of the planet are foreseen. 
Objectives:

1. To increase awareness and intensify inter-institutional dialogue on cooperation with Diasporas, its attraction to the sustainable development of the country of origin. 
2. To disseminate examples of world’s best practices and standards on cooperation with Diasporas, enhancement of its role in socio-political, economic and cultural life of the country of origin, birth-place, to familiarize decision makers, representatives of academic circles, as well as non-governmental organizations in the Republic of Moldova and in other participating countries with this experience. 
3. To facilitate networking between the representatives of public authorities, academic and expert community, civil society in the process of analyses of processes of Diaspora formation and functioning, development of migration policy in this area, exchange of information and enhancement of effectiveness of activity of acting public and social networks. 
4. To foster interaction between various experts and research groups in the process of identifying objectives of the on-going research and setting up the priorities to identify most significant challenges for Diasporas formation and functioning. 
5. To contribute to establishing and receiving feed-back between public authorities, academic community and Diasporas institutions, civil society of the country of origin and destination of migrants. 
TOPICS OF THE CONFERENCE
The following keytopics (sessions) for discussion at the Conference are proposed: 
1. Diasporas formation and functioning: common and specific issues; 
2. Diasporas institutions: strong and weak aspects of activity; 
3. Diasporas as a political actor in the country of origin; 
4. The role and the place of Diasporas in socio-economic development of the country of origin: main directions and forms; 
5. The policy of the countries of origin (and countries of destination) on Diasporas: achievements and problems. 
TARGET GROUP 
To participate in the conference are invited: 
· Representatives of the legislative and executive structures, including technical level stakeholders from Transnistria; 
· Representatives of academic and expert communities, including foreign ones; 
· Representatives of mass-media; 
· Entrepreneurs, including social entrepreneurs. 
There is no registration fee for participation in the conference. 
RULES FOR SUBMISSION OF APPLICATION FOR PARTICIPATION 
Completed application forms for the participation in the conference are submitted by July 15, 2017. The articles are submitted by authors to professor Valeriu Mosneaga by September 15, 2017 at the following email address: vals6412@yandex.ru
Article’s structure:

· Title of the article (capital letters);

· Family name and name of the author, workplace, position (written in full), scientific degree, academic rank, email address;

· Summary (in the original language of the article and in English or French languages) contains up to 100 words; 
· Text of the article;

· Bibliography (list of references) is placed at the end of article. Bibliographical sources are arranged in alphabetical order (in accordance with the alphabet of the language of the article).
Article’s format:
· Volume: 32-40 thousand characters without space (0,8-1,0 author’s sheet). Text is typed in Microsoft Word program, font Times New Roman, 12, interval 1,0;
· Pagelayout: margins: left – 3,0 cm, right - 1,5 cm; top, bottom – 2,0 cm;
· References are made in the text and placed in square brackets, for instance [2, p.15]. This means – second source from bibliography (list of references), page 15. If several references are indicated in square brackets, then they are indicated in the following way [2; 13; 14; 17]. This means that the reference is made to the sources 2, 13, 14, 17 from bibliography;
Bibliography’s format:
· Monographs, books – author (family name and first letter of the name), full title of the work, place of publication, printing house, year of publication. For instance, Deleu E. Generații secunde de migrație: cazul Republicii Moldova. – Tipografia Centrală, 2017;
1. Chapters, articles in monographs: Vitali G., Filippi M., Miron D. Imprenditori esteri in Italia: caso della Moldavia. // Moraru V. (coord.) Migrație, diaspora, dezvoltare: noi provocari și perspective. – Chisinau, Tipografia-Sirius, 2016, pp.143-160;
· Articles in journals: Gavriluta L. Evoluția relațiilor dintre Republica Moldova și Uniunea Europeană: de la Acordul de Parteneriat și Cooperare la Acordul de Asociere. // MOLDOSCOPIE (Probleme de analiza politica), nr.3 (LXXVIII), 2017. – Chisinau, CEP USM, p.102-114;
