The PHD-student will work in the Department of History or/and Anthropology and will be supervised by Prof. Pál Nyíri.

In the Netherlands, PhD students are university employees. In addition to completing their dissertation, they are required to follow coursework and to teach a limited amount of classes. 

Requirements

Applicants must have a masters or honours degree in anthropology, history, or a related discipline. They must have a command of academic English and of the language of the regions they propose to do research in.
